
2000 NOVELTY HILL SAUVIGNON BLANC
KLIPSUN VINEYARD, RED MOUNTAIN

TASTING NOTES
This Sauvignon Blanc is a rich, concentrated wine with citrus and ripe melon aromas that
echo on the palate and continue to unfold across a long, satisfying finish.

VINTAGE
Bud break came to the Columbia Valley a bit later than usual in 2000 but not enough to
slow the growing season at Klipsun Vineyard where the grapes enjoyed warm summer
temperatures typical of Red Mountain.  Low crop yields and consistent weather conditions
through harvest ripened the fruit evenly and produced grapes with fully developed flavor.

VINEYARD
Red Mountain’s Klipsun Vineyard has produced some of Washington’s most highly acclaimed
wines and is best known for its success with Bordeaux varieties, including Sauvignon Blanc.
 Cultivated for low yields under consistently warm summer skies, the vineyard produces
grapes with concentration and complexity.

WHY WE LIKE SAUVIGNON BLANC
We at Novelty Hill have long admired the wines of Sancerre and Pouilly-Fume and are
equally excited about the complexity and flavor of Sauvignon Blanc from Washington State.
 The grape itself has a fascinating lineage.  According to recent DNA “fingerprinting,” it
is a royal parent of Cabernet Sauvignon as a result of a spontaneous field crossing with
Cabernet Franc in the 18th century.
